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Background levels in the San Rafael inventory range from 6 to 34 micro-R/hr.

A person living in the Colorado Plateau receives an average dose of 360 millirem (mrem) per year.

A dental x-ray gives a person a radiation dose of about 10 mrem.

A person somewhere in the San Rafael Swell would need to stay put for 294 hours straight (12.2 days) to receive the equivalent radiation of one dental x-ray.

Gamma readings at the mine portals in the San Rafael range from 8 to 2,000 micro-R/hr.

Over 40 percent of the readings were in the range of zero to 100 micro-R/hr.

Approximately 60 percent of the readings were in the range from zero to 300 micro-R/hr.

At 2,000 micro-R/hr a person would receive the equivalent radiation dose of one dental x-ray in five hours.

At 600 micro-R/hr a person would receive the equivalent radiation dose of one dental x-ray in 16.6 hours.  At 300 micro-R/hr it would take 33.3 hours to receive the same dose.
