BLACK & WHITE SLIDES

16-Radioactive materials may enter the body by:  inhalation, cuts/wounds, absorption, ingestion.

17-Alpha radiation is only a hazard when inside your body (internal hazard).

18-Beta radiation is a skin, eye, and internal hazard.

19-X and gamma radiation are penetrating radiation and an external hazard.

20-Basic protective measures used to reduce external exposure are:  time-reduce time, distance- increase distance, shielding-use shielding.

21-Reducing the time in a field of radiation will lower the dose received.

22-Stay as far away from sources of radiation as practical.

23-Shielding can reduce the radiation dose.

24-Personnel protective clothing is to protect your skin and personal clothing.

25-Radioactive contamination is radioactive material where you don’t want it.
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
