
Exercise 1 – Federal Land Policy and Management Act (FLPMA) 
 
 
Purpose:  
The purpose of this exercise is to read, understand, and explain to others Section 202 of 
FLPMA (the BLM’s Organic Act, which requires the BLM to develop land use plans for 
public lands).    
 
At the end of this exercise, everyone on the RMP team, whether a BLM employee, 
contractor, or stakeholder/partner, should have a clear understanding of what Section 
202 of FLPMA requires. 
 
 
Instructions: 
1. Break into 6 small groups.  Depending on the size of your planning team, your small 

groups might be pairs.   
2. Each small group will pick one of the sections of FLPMA described below to read and 

explain it to the rest of the planning team.  Use your own words, don’t just read the 
law verbatim!

Group 4:  Section 202 (c) (5) and (6) 
Group 5:  Section 202 (c) (7) and (8)
