Information Needed to Process Applications 

For Transfer of Commercial Recreation Permits 

BLM XXX Field Office
__ a clear and complete statement of the transfer proposed (parties involved and their roles, what will happen, when the transfer will occur, what use areas are involved, and by what mechanism the business sale will take place).

__ the permit, the number of passenger days or launch dates to be transferred.

__ a signed Relinquishment of Permit Privileges Form submitted by the existing permittee

__ the name, address, and telephone number of the new applicant

__ a copy of the proposed new permittee’s articles of incorporation, if appropriate, or a statement of ownership status

__ a notarized list of corporate officers and directors of the proposed new permittee’s company along with the address of each individual
__ a notarized list of corporate stockholders of the proposed new permittee’s company and the number of shares owned by each individual or organization

__ a list of company equipment, property, and other assets to be transferred to the proposed new permittee

__ a copy of the Special Recreation Use Permit Form (2930-1) completed by the proposed new permittee

__ a proposed operating plan from the proposed new permittee covering base of operations, any facilities or offices which will be used, types of trips which will be offered, and company history

__ a marketing plan addressing what means the new permittee plans to use in marketing and what groups and localities will be targeted by marketing efforts

__ a company profile which includes a summary of company management experience, a summary of company experience that may be applicable to the proposed activity (or a description of how technical skills would be provided), and a summary of any other Federal Commercial Recreation or Concession Permits held by the company

__ a statement signed by the proposed new permittee of the chief officer(s) of the company indicating that the proposed permit holder has reviewed the enclosed stipulations, understands them, and agrees to accept these stipulations as a condition of the permit if the transfer is approved

__any additional information that would assist the BLM in its evaluation of the proposed transfer

Prior to final approval of the transfer, the proposed permittee must submit evidence of having obtained 1) required insurance with the United States Department of the Interior – Bureau of Land Management as an additional insured, and 2) business license from the appropriate state.
