On August 16, 2007, the Department of the AF (AF) filed a notice of intention to relinquish the land withdrawal encumbering 2656 acres of public lands for the Over-the-Horizon Backscatter Radar Site, Christmas Valley, Oregon.  The following described lands were reported to this office to be considered in the relinquishment request:


Willamette Meridian

A parcel of land situated in secs. 19, 30, 31, and 32, T. 26 S., R. 20 E., and sec. 6, T. 27 S., R. 20 E., more particularly described as follows:

Commencing at the southwest corner of said section 31; thence N. 0º50’01”E. along the west line of said section 4,682.15 feet to the Point of Beginning; thence continuing along said line N.0º50’01”E., 18.26 feet; thence N. 67º22’48”E., 5,402.59 feet; thence N.54º09’10”W.,4,023.04 feet; thence N.35º51’06”E., 6,213.18 feet; thence S.54º09’28”E., 6,100.18 feet; thence S.,35º50’47”W., 6,213.99 feet; thence S.22º36’50”E., 2,985.54 feet; thence S.78º51’00”E., 5,087.51 feet; thence S.11º09’00”W., 6,499.77 feet; thence N.78º50’00”W., 6,122.13 feet; thence N.11º08’47”E., 4055.50 feet; thence S.67º22’48”W., 4,277.00 feet; thence N.22º37’12”W., 6,196.46 feet to the Point of Beginning.
The area described contains 2,622 acres in Lake County.

Pursuant to Bureau of Land Management (BLM) regulations 43 CFR Subpart 2374, the BLM has reached a determination (report enclosed) that the above described lands have been substantially changed in character by improvements as well as through numerous encumbrances and are therefore not acceptable for return to the public domain.  The General Services Administration (GSA) has concurred with BLM’s determination as acknowledged by the enclosed letter dated May 15, 2008.
The BLM request the AF report as excess property the lands, improvements, and mineral interests to GSA pursuant to GSA’s Federal Property and Administrative Services Act of 1949 (63 Stat. 377), as amended.  The lands should be conveyed subject to the following:  
SUBJECT TO those rights for powerline purposes granted to Midstate Electric Cooperative, Inc., or its successors or assigns, by right-of-way No. OR-43668, pursuant to the Act of October 21, 1976, (43 U.S.C. 1761) as to those lands described in the right-of-way grant located within the above described lands of lots 15, 18, 19, 25 thru 30, of section 30, and lots 3. 14, 15, 17 thru 19, 29 and 30 of section 31, T. 26 S., R. 20 E., and lots 6, 7, 13, 14, 24, 25, 27, and 28 of section 6, T. 27 S., R. 20 E., WM.
SUBJECT TO those rights for telecommunication purposes granted to CenturyTel of Eastern Oregon, Inc., or its successors or assigns, by right-of-way No. OR-39970, pursuant to the Act of October 21, 1976, (43 U.S.C. 1761) as to those lands described in the right-of-way grant located within the above described lands of lots 27, 28, and 29, of section 30, and lots 5, 6, 7, and 8, of section 31, T. 26 S., R. 20 E., WM.
The AF is given 90 days in which to report the subject lands and improvements to the GSA.  The BLM requests that the AF cc its transmittal memo to the BLM for its records.
